2011 Fees to Increase 
 

 At the June Columbus Emmaus Commu-
nity board meeting, one item of concern that was 
addressed was the financial health of our Em-
maus Community. Increased expenses made it 
necessary for the board to take action. It was 
pointed out that other communities in the area 
charge $85-$200 for a weekend. So with a unani-
mous vote, the board voted to raise pilgrim and 
team fees to $100.00 per weekend effective with 
the Spring 2011 walks. Scholarships are available 
for those who cannot pay the fee. The board also 
clarified that any individuals on the waiting list 
from 2010 would not be subject to the raise.
